What are the hazards? Transmission of COVID-19 

Who might be harmed? Facility users, staff, volunteers, visitors and the wider community 

No Controls required Action Taken by the Club 

People Management and Communication 
 Self-screening of individuals before they arrive at the venue 

to ensure individuals displaying COVID-19 symptoms or 
those who should be shielding do not travel or attend. 

 

 An assessment of user numbers, space capacities, venue 
circulation and layout planning to maintain social 
distancing. 

Inside capacity of the venue has been reduced from 65 to 30 in order to 
allow safe distancing within the bar area.  
 
As per guidelines changing facilities are closed but will be assessed with a 
control of occupancy of 3 people once allowed 

 A plan for where parents and players will sit whilst 
watching football activities. 

The ground area has sufficient space to allow visitors / spectators to distance 
accordingly 

 Signage and communication so that all participants and 
visitors are aware of the control measures in place and how 
to act appropriately to minimise the risk of transmission of 
COVID-19. 

Signage is positioned in the club to allow for a one way system for the use of 
facilities (toilets).  The stairwell leading to the bar area is over 2m wide and 
has been divided to allow foot traffic both up and down the stairs 
maintaining distancing with directional arrows present to shoe traffic flow 



 

 
 

 Staff and volunteer training to support the implementation 
of the plan, with suitable training records. 

All officials who may be in attendance have been briefed during the last 
committee meeting and a checklist has been provided for club start up and 
shutdown on match days 

Buildings 
 Assess ventilation in your building (natural and mechanical) 

and take appropriate measures to maximise ventilation and 
minimise risk of transmission. 

Windows are opened to allow ventilation in the club area.  For the 
downstairs facilities a one way system in operated with air flow controlled by 
the relevant doors being opened 

 Assess the maximum occupancy of your rooms at 2m  social 
distancing (or 1m with risk mitigation where 2m is not 
possible) and establish a suitable circulation system/one-
way system.  Use signage and floor markings to 
communicate this. 

In normal operation the capacity is 65 but has been reduced to 30 to allow 
tables to arranged at suitable distance.  Floor markings show the route inand 
out of the bar area.  The toilet facilities are also marked as a one way system 
to allow use of the facilities.  Opposition officials are briefed on this ahead of 
the game taking place 
 
Changing facilities remain closed until further notification and relaxation of 
the rules and will be only utilised once guidelines have been produced 

 Assess the arrangement of seating areas to maintain social 
distancing and minimise the risk of transmission. 

As above capacity is reduced to 30 to allow distancing 

 Consider your wet weather plans and describe what actions 
you will take to maintain social distancing in wet weather.  

In the event of wet weather players and officials are requested to shelter 
within their own vehicles 

 

Social and Hospitality Areas 

 Plan to solicit and maintain records of your member 
attendance, customers and visitors - to be maintained for 
21 days and then destroyed. 

On site recording of Name and telephone number of participants is in place 
with deletion of records every 21 days.   
 
The ground is deemed Public Open Space which makes the control of entry 
to the general public difficult but anyone not involved with the game are 



 

 
 

encouraged to remain away from the players and facilities and to provide 
contact details 

 Identification of suitable areas for outdoor service that 
ŘƻƴΩǘ ƻǾŜǊƭŀǇ ǿƛǘƘ football activity. 

Outdoor Service areas are not possible at this venue so control measures 
detailed above are in place to control capacity 

 Steps taken to minimise time and the number of people at 
the bar. 

Where possible people attending the bar are encouraged to leave once 
served to the outside areas.  Plastic glasses are provided for beverages 

 Steps taken to minimise contact points at payment or 
around the hospitality space. 

A clear 1m line is marked in front of the bar for Service.  Bar staff will take 
the order and place the drink on the bar along with the Card reader to allow 
payments to be made. 

 Suitable PPE provision and training for staff and volunteers. 
 

Latex gloves / face masks are provided to the bar staff and hand sanitiser 
and hand towels are located on the bar.  Suitable refuse bins are also in the 
area 

 Strategy for the safe serving, clearing and cleaning of 
glassware and tableware. 

The bar allows for the staff to provide drinks from a distance.   Orders are 
taken and placed on the bar and payments requested via card with the bar 
staff stepping back to maintain a 1m gap.  Plastic glasses are used to and 
members/guests are requested to recycle these in the bins provided 

 Deep cleaning strategy to minimise COVID-19 transmission 
risk 
 

The facility is cleaned ahead of any sport and again afterwards.   Vacated 
tables are cleaned periodically and the bar itself is cleaned hourly with 
approved cleaning products 

 High-frequency touchpoint cleaning strategy to minimise 
COVID-19 transmission risk and how you will keep records. 

Door handles / Bar are cleaned hourly and a check list needs to be 
completed by those cleaning 

   



 

 
 

Hygiene and Cleaning 

 Provision of hand washing facilities with warm water, soap, 
disposable towels and bin. 

Hand washing facilities are provided within the toilet areas with handtowels 
available and refuse bin.  Hand sanitiser is also provided 

 Provision of suitable hand sanitiser in locations around the 
facility to maintain frequent hand sanitisation. 

Hand santiser is available at the entrance to building and entrance to the bar 
and toilet area. 

 Provision of suitable wipes and hand sanitiser on the field 
for hygiene breaks. 

Captains are provided with hand sanitser and wipes ahead of the start of the 
game

 Check that your ground is ready and safe to play.  Look at 
what work is required and how this can be done safely at a 
social distance. 

All work to remediate areas was completed prior to July 

 Check that routine maintenance has not been missed and 
certification is up to date (e.g. Gas safety, Electrical Safety 
and Portable Appliance Testing, Fire Safety, Lifts and 
Heating ς Ventilation and Air Conditioning). 

PAT testing was scheduled prior to COVID-19 but was suspended.  Awaiting 
new date
